ACCEPTABLE DONATIONS 
 

• Appliances – clean and working order. 10 

years old or less Washer, dryer, 
refrigerator, microwave, stove 

• Architectural items – Columns, antiques, 

mantles, etc. 

• Cabinets – Kitchen & Bath, w/doors & 

drawers 

• Carpet and pad – New only 

• Counter tops 

• Doors – With jambs, no broken glass, good 

condition 

• Electrical – Usable fixtures, parts and 

supplies 

• Ceiling fans – in complete working order 

fully intact 

• Flooring – Wood, ceramic tile, vinyl new 

only 

• Hardware – Knobs, hinges, locks, nails, 

cabinet pulls, bolts, nuts, screws 

• Landscape materials – patio and paving 

stone, brick 

• Lumber – At least 8’ in length 

• Paint – Full, unopened paint or stain, latex 

only 

• Plumbing – Usable fixtures, parts and 

supplies 

• Roofing materials – Full bundles only 

• Siding – Vinyl or aluminum, full boxes only 

• Tools – Hand, garden, working power 

• Windows – Insulated glass, no broken glass, 

no sashes
